The month of March sees us in the season of Lent, a fime in the Church
calendar when we take time out to reflect and prepare for Easter. In the
first week of Lent, children learned in assembly about temptation: the desire
to do something, even when you know it is the wrong thing to do.

Children learned in the same assembly that when Jesus was fasting in the
desert, the devil came to Him and tempted Him to do things that God the
Father didn't want Him to do. But Jesus trusted in God and believed that what
God wanted was best. Every time Jesus was fempted by the devil, He said 'NO'
and said a line from the Bible. The children learned that they too can trust in
God's word, and use it to help them resist temptation, just like Jesus did!
